The Bachelor of Science in Christian Ministry is designed for individuals who are currently serving in 

Church Leadership or preparing to pursue Christian Ministry, such as Pastoring, Youth Ministry, Sunday 

School Leader and more.  This program will increase your knowledge of the Bible, expand your practical 

ministry skills and deepen your spiritual life.  The training and education received will aid in equipping an 

individual toward effective leadership in your area of influence and establish a foundation for further 

studies. Previously acquired college credits, Ministry, Military and Leadership Service credits may also 

be accepted.  Qualified applicants could complete the B.S. degree in one semester.  

The B.S. in Christian Ministry, with a concentration in Pastoral Leadership, is restricted to males only.  The 

Department Chair will work independently with each student to customize Biblical Ministry 

concentration areas.  Mission Majors may study abroad working with an approved Missionary or group.       
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Bachelor of Theology

Biblical Ministry Studies 21 credit hours 

The program is offered to adults with some college credit, but no undergraduate degree. 

The Bachelor of Theology is designed to equip a pastor and preacher to exegete God’s Word in faithful 

pulpit ministry, with a focus on shepherding God’s people in a challenging culture. This degree offers the 

same training as the degree of Master of Divinity (M. Div.) with an additional 9 credit hours of Biblical 

Ministry Studies or life experience credits. A significant portion of time is spent learning the fields of 

Theology and history of Christianity. The majority of the student’s coursework is dedicated to Bible, 

Theology and Practical Ministry.  The Bachelor of Theology allows up to 80% of transfer credit. 

Qualified Applicants could complete the ThB in one semester.

Master of Biblical Studies 
Total Credit Hours: 30 

The Master of Biblical Studies is designed for those who hold a bachelor’s degree and seek to deepen 

their knowledge of the Bible. In addition to Biblical Studies (30 credit hours), this program requires 

expanded writing requirements and a Thesis in Biblical Studies.  The MBS Program allows up to 50% of 

transfer Biblical Graduate Study credit hours. Qualified Applicants could complete the MBS in one 

semester.
